2nd Annual New England Illustrator’s Art Exhibit at Silver Circle Studio in 
Putnam, CT Showcases Nationally Recognized Local and Regional Artists 

 

April 22, 2010, Putnam, CT… the Silver Circle Gallery in Putnam, CT is proud to announce its   

2nd annual exhibit of Local New England Illustrators held in the Quiet Corner. Last year's event was a 
success for the gallery, drawing many to the area and showcasing the hidden talents of a handful of 
nationally recognized commercial illustrators. This year, curator and Putnam -based illustrator Anthony 
Foronda chose the theme "Midnight Vices"   for the exhibit.  The title references nocturnal habits as well 
as how artists traditionally burn the midnight oil to meet a deadline or get that bug of an idea out of 
their head. Although everyone has a unique perspective and style for how they create their work, the 
theme allows for some cohesion within the context of the group show.  
 

Foronda is excited about the “opportunity to bring contemporary commercial artists together to share 
their ideas and work, both commissioned as well as their ‘latest experiments’. It is also a chance to allow 
the artists to interact with the community in a way they do not normally have when doing commercial 
work. In addition, they are providing a unique opportunity to the people of the Quiet Corner to learn 
about and see the fine art aspect of commercial illustration”. The opening reception, Friday June 25th 
from 6-8pm, is a free event that will allow the public to view the artwork and meet many of the artists.

Annie Gusman Joly has taught illustration at the Art Institute of Boston and the University of Hartford 
and is currently on the art faculty at Quinebaug Valley Community College. Her digital illustration work 
was recently featured in the Adobe Illustrator CS4 Illustrator WOW!  by Sharon Steuer.  
Anthony Foronda is currently an at home dad, illustrator, designer; in that order. He is a native of 
Washington, DC and graduate of the Maryland Institute, College of Art. Before freelancing full time, he 
was a multimedia designer and creative director. He has been recognized in American Illustration, 
Alternative Pick Awards, and Society of Illustrators of Los Angeles.  
Dave Joly works in his studio in Putnam, CT, where he thinks of fun things to draw and animate for 
clients. Prior to freelancing, Dave was a games animation designer for Atari in Sunnyvale, CA. 
Normand Chartier is a Quiet Corner native and is an Internationally celebrated illustrator of 73 children’s 
books and countless pieces for children’s magazines such as Cricket, Spider and Sesame Street Magazines. 
Eric Spencer is an illustrator, graphic designer, art director and educator.    He is a creative consultant 
for a number innovation and creativity firms. His work integrates illustration, graphic design and product 
design to bring innovative solutions to major corporations. A graduate of Rhode Island School of Design 
Eric has successfully run his own illustration and graphic design studio for nearly thirty years.  Eric is an 
adjunct art faculty member at Quinebaug Valley Community College in Danielson, Connecticut. 
James Kaczman received a BFA in illustration from the Massachusetts College of Art. He studied graphic 
design at RISD. James clients include, Adweek, AT&T, Beckett Papers, Business Week, Cisco, Forbes, 
Fortune, Kodak, Microsoft and others. He has been represented by Gerald and Cullen Rapp since 1997. 
Joanna Matuck is a recent graduate from Montserrat College of Art in Beverly, Massachusetts. Joanna 
has been in group and solo gallery shows in the greater Boston and Worcester areas. She is a Worcester 
native and is now learning to become a tattoo artist while being an illustrator.  
Laura McCabe has appeared in national and international publications and has been recognized by the 
Society of Illustrators of Los Angeles. She is a graduate of the Illustration program at Pratt Institute. Her 
clients have included The Boston Globe, The San Francisco Chronicle, Seattle Weekly, INC Magazine, Tin 
House and Natural Solutions Magazine.
