2| first learn to illustrate with colored pencils, creating simple characters that you
will come up with! The second day there will be a focus on a watercolor
illustration, and the third day will be a black pen and ink picture.

lllustration: July 26 -28, Grades 5 -8, 12to 2 pm

Children will learn different techniques in illustrating children's books. Focus on specific media such as
watercolor, colored pencil, pencil, opaque watercolor collage and pen and ink. The children will be shown
a variety of children's book styles and encouraged to focus on "their style" of illustration.

Art Classes/Workshop Descriptions:
Cartooning: Learn the art of cartooning from artist Bill Dougal. Students use creativity as they choose options ~1 ;
in creating their own cartoon characters. Learn techniques for drawing heads and bodies, starting with typical il W

Fairie Wings and Pretty Things: Become a fantastic fairy! Create your own faerie wings and faerie accessories with the help
of Costume and Scenic designer Christina Cirillo. Using craftiness and creativity, you can become Mustardseed, Peasblossom, or
even Titania!

Pinweaving: Create a bag that is uniquely yours using the traditional craft of pin weaving with different kinds of yarns. Choose
your colors to assemble a textured, whimsical 8 x 7 bag with a twisted cord handle. At the end of this two day class you will also
leave with a loom to create more bags at home! All materials are provided. For any skill level.

Collage: We will create a unique piece of art by combining various materials on a stiff foam core backing. No artistic ability
required, just a vivid imagination. Use provided materials and bring your own too. Got a broken watch at home? Bring the pieces!
Leave with 3 pieces of art, one of them matted and ready to frame. Instructor Carol Dunn. Miin. 3 students. Ages 12 and up or
younger as a parent/child class.

Gelatin Printmaking: Using gelatin plates, we will ink them with water-based inks, press plants and other objects lightly onto
the surface, and print the impressions left behind. You will produce several images, and I will provide a mat for your favorite piece.
This class is also perfect as a parent/child workshop. Minimum 3 students. Instructor: Carol Dunn

Imaginative Drawing: In this class we will work on drawing from the imagination, basic concepts of conceptual illustration, and
creative problem solving for visual communications. Although the topics are the basis for learning how to be a illustrator or visual
communicator, we will be watering down the concepts for children. This will be a fun explorative class to give a taste of what it is
like to work as a commercial artist. Art Supplies: 9 x 12 drawing pad for pencil and markers, 9 x 12 or 8.5 x 11 sketchbook (not
wire bound but stitched), colored pencils, colored markers, #2 pencils, erasers, pencil sharpeners

Drawing Workshop: Learn to draw what you see! lllustrator Anthony Foronda will guide you through a still life composition and
teach you to draw in a new way that will give you successful results. Leave with a matted finished piece of artwork. Materials to
bring: 9 x 12 drawing pad, pencils. This class is also perfect as a parent/child workshop. For any skill level!

Drawing From Memory-- Lecoq's Drawing Method : Horace Lecog de Boisbaudran , a professor at the School of Decorative
Arts in Paris in the 1840's, devised a method by which an enthusiastic group of 12-15 year olds learned to improve their visual
memory in order to draw more accurately. In this class we will be using Lecoq's methodology for a 4 week period. We will be able
to compare results from initial drawings in class to those at the end. Young students will gain a better understanding of how to
draw and increase their visual memory. Art Supplies: Pencils, 9 x 12 pad of drawing paper, drawing board.

Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain Class: Learn to draw from the right side of the brain. Release the creative energy from
within. Based on the book Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain by Betty Edwards you will learn 5 core skills that will allow you
to look at your environment differently in order to record what you see.

Mask Making: Join artist and scenic/costume designer Christina Cirillo for a fun-filled workshop for any imaginative child! Make
colorful and whimsical masks with the help of a heat gun, glue, plenty of paint and wonderful 'findings'. This easy step-by-step
process and 'anything goes' creativity will be sure to whisk you away into the wonderful world of mask-making.

Watercolor I: Artist and instructor Karen Reid will guide students ages 10-15 through basic watercolor techniques and exercises.
Students will create still life compositions and will be able to take home one framed, completed piece! Bring a roll of paper towels
and a watercolor pad, 140# cold press (brands like Canson or Strathmoret Ol y 06dz2 .0 aA OKl St Q&0
Watercolor ll: work from photos learning watercolor techniques & will also create abstract images using cellophane.

Make a Mini Beach-Themed Photo Album: make a mini album to show off your summer beach vacation (ages 12 +). Must
register by June 23.

My Summer Shadowbox: Commemorate your vacation with a shadowbox or frame filled with pictures and memorabilia from
the summer activities (for teens).
